
Article #1:
Name
The name of this organization shall be the Lake in the Hills Sportsman’s Club, Inc. and shall appear on all letterheads, stationary, and other printed Organization materials.

Article #2:
Objective



Section I

The objective, for which this Organization has been formed, is to promote conservation and area development through better resource planning.  It shall further be the objective of this Organization to provide the membership with civic consciousness to better their usefulness as citizens.  This Organization shall be non-partisan in respect to politics, race, and religion but shall support issues affecting the communities and its resources.

Section II

This Organization has no affiliation to any other entity in the State of Illinois, United States, or elsewhere.

Article #3:
Membership



Section I
Any person 18 years of age or older, and of good character may be eligible for active membership in this Organization, with full privileges thereof.



Section II

Any child of a member in good standing, 17 years of age or younger, shall be eligible for membership under the family plan, but shall not have voting privileges.



Section III

All membership applications must be in writing and dues for the fiscal year must be paid on or before May 1st.


Section IV

The amount of dues for a single membership shall be fifteen ($15.00) dollars per fiscal year.  The annual dues for a family membership shall be twenty-five ($25.00) dollars per fiscal year and must include the names of spouse and all children under the age of eighteen.
Dues shall be waived for the year to any members who attends 4 regular board meetings and participates in 2 annual events.




Section V

Any member, whose dues are in arrears for a period of thirty (30) days, shall forthwith be suspended from membership.  Any member, whose dues are in arrears for a period of ninety (90) days, shall automatically cease to be a member.  Notice shall be given to these members by either the Secretary or Treasurer.



Section VI

Any change in the amount of annual dues shall be determined by the Board of Officers and the general membership in attendance at the time of review.



Section VII

Any active member who is engaged in the active military service or enters college shall have their membership dues paid by the organization.


Section VIII

Any members displaying conducted contrary to the best interest of the organization may be removed as a member by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Board of Officers.  Such member shall be requested to appear before the Board of Officers by written notification.  Members will be notified ten (10) days prior to the meeting, at which the vote is taken.  All votes taken on the issues will be by secret ballot.

Article #4:
Officers



Section I

The governing body of the Organization shall consist of President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer and Sergeant-at-arms and shall be referred to as the Board of Officers.



Section II

All officers shall serve their term for a period of one (1) year, unless removed from office by the membership or appointed to fill a vacancy on the Board after the start of their term.  All board terms are for a two (2) year period.


Section III

Officers of the Organization may be removed from office by written ballot of not less than two thirds (2/3) vote of the membership present at a general meeting of the organization.  Members must be notified not less than ten (10) days prior to such vote being taken.



Section IV

In the event of a vacancy in the office of President, the Vice-President shall assume that position for the remainder of that term.  All other vacancies shall be filled by appointment by the Board of Officers, with membership approval at the next general meeting.
Article #5:
Duties of Officers



Section I – President

It shall be the duty of the President to preside over all general or special meetings of the Organization rules and determine that fellow officers and committees perform their respective duties and functions.



Section II – Vice-President

The Vice President will assist the President in all aspects.  In the absence of the President, the Vice President shall assume that position at all general or special meetings and act in the Presidents behalf.

The Vice President shall oversee all chairpersons of any committee and shall see that all plans and possible costs are reported at the organization meetings.



Section III – Secretary

The Secretary shall keep a record of all proceedings and meeting attendance of the Organization.  It shall also be the Secretaries duty to keep a record of all board meeting proceedings.  The Secretary shall conduct all Organization correspondence, and keep a record of all members and their addresses.  The Secretary shall also oversee guest and membership sign-ins at all meetings.



Section IV – Treasurer

The Treasurer shall have charge of all Organization funds and monies, and keep such funds in a financial institution as directed by the Organization.  The Treasurer shall enter into ledger all transactions, deposits, checks and any discrepancies.  The Treasurer shall pay, by check, any warrant, debt or donation as authorized by the membership.  The Treasurer’s books shall be made available for inspection to any member or such official having jurisdiction upon notification, in writing.



Section V – Sergeant at Arms

The Sergeant at Arms shall supervise all elections, shall prepare ballots, and all other duties mandated to his office, such as maintaining general order at all meetings and verification of memberships.

Section I – Quorum

Eight (8) members present shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at any meeting.  Three (3) officers shall constitute a quorum of the Board of Officers.

Article #7

Amendments
The By-Laws may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the membership present at any general meeting provided that the proposed amendments were read and discussed at a previous meeting.

A copy of the proposed amendments shall be posted on the bulletin board for a period of not less than ten (10) days prior to the meeting at which said amendments will be voted upon.

Article #8

General




Section I - Funds
The Board of Officers shall have the power to appropriate funds for payment of any debt’s incurred by the Organization, not to exceed one hundred ($100.00) dollars to a single source.  Debts in excess of one hundred ($100.00) dollars must be approved by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the membership present at any general meeting.
Section 2 – Meetings

All meetings, whether general or special, shall be held at the Property Owners Association Building, 1212 Crystal Lake Road, Lake in the Hills, IL 60156 on the 1st Saturday of each month at 6:30 p.m., unless required to be held in alternative location.  All members must be notified in advance of a meeting location.

Section 3 – Minutes

All meeting minutes will be posted at the Property Owners Association bulletin board within 1 week of a meeting.

Section 4 – Club Property

All keys, books, checking accounts and any other club property must e accounted for within 60 days prior to the election of the Board.  The secretary will be responsible for keeping records of the location of all club materials.
Article #9 
Elections




Section I

Not less than ninety (90) days prior to the annual election, the President shall appoint, with membership approval, a nominating committee of not less than three (3) members.




Section II

The nominating committee shall present a slate of candidates to the membership and the Board of Officers at the next general meeting.




Section III
No member of the nominating committee shall be eligible for any office by the action of the committee.

Section IV
Additional names may be placed on the ballot at the time of balloting.

Section V
No person may cast more than one (1) vote; proxies will be recognized if presented to any Board member in a sealed envelope, no less than ten (10) days prior to the elections.

Section VI
Newly elected officers shall take office on the 1st of May.

Article #10
Remarks



Section I

Remarks or comments concerning a particular item shall be limited to five (5) minutes per subject.  Innuendos and personality clashes will not be tolerated.  Subject at hand must pertain to the five (5) minute rule may be suspended by a unanimous consent of members present.

Section II – Conduct
If any member becomes unruly, vulgar, belligerent or disruptive at any meeting, he/she will be asked one (1) time to leave, a second time he/she will be escorted from the building.

Article #11
Parliamentary Authority

All meetings of this Organization shall be conducted according to Parliamentary Procedures, unless stated or covered in the By-Laws, the latest revision of Roberts Rules of Order, revised shall be Authoritative.
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
